Insert those bolts with your fingers, and then let’s snugly tighten all the bolts on both sides using the 
hex key. Remember, we’re aiming for snug – no need to go overboard with the tightening.

6.0 6.1Mount Screen Mount Screen

Don’t panic!

Carefully place your screen onto the stand.

You won’t be using all the bolts and washers in the bag. The variety is there to accommodate different screens.

To ensure a perfect fit, identify the correct size bolts and washers. Then, thread the bolt through the washer, 
followed by the safety strap, and into the VESA holes on the screen. See next page for detailed view.

Take care not to overtighten to avoid damaging the screen.

If the bolt doesn’t tighten all the way, don’t panic! Your screen will still be secure. 

In rare cases where the bolt is too short, you can easily grab a longer one from your local hardware store. 
Just take one of the provided screws and ask for a longer one in the same size.



6.2 Mount Screen All done!

2× Suitably sized washers

Insert the bolt through the washer, followed by the safety strap, and into the VESA holes on the screen. 
Remember, do not overtighten!
